| am consistently hearing from parishioners that they have feelings of
doubt, mystery and fear when it comes to the Bible. Some people doubt
their Biblical literacy, and because of this are reluctant to talk about the
Bible with others, even other Christians. Some parishioners declare that
the Bible is mysterious to them because they don’t feel like they have a
handle on how to navigate it. There seems to be an over arching fear that
people don’t have adequate training to understand what the Bible is trying
to convey. It is my prayer that these discouragements don’t keep anyone
from pursuing God through study of scripture. | hope to, in some small
way, help alleviate some of these negative feelings by doing something a
little different in worship during the time after Pentecost (The Green
Season).

Beginning July 2, we will not be using the readings from the Revised
Common Lectionary. Rather, we will be reading a psalm and a single
narrative. I'll be preaching on that story. Though we won’t be able to
cover all the major Bible Stories this year, | hope that this small change will
encourage others to read the Bible more. | also hope that this will help
make people more comfortable with the leading Biblical figures and will
begin to chip away at the fear, mystery, and doubt.

| appreciate that in our liturgy every Sunday we read directly from
scripture. This reading to the congregation allows it to stand on its own
before | get a chance to interject anything with a sermon. The reading of
scripture and the distribution of Holy Communion are the two primary
parts of our worship service. The “Green Season” is a great time to do a
sermon series, it provides us a time for us to focus on our growth as
disciples. The season is green to remind us that our faith is to be like a
vine, connected to Jesus, and always needing his living water to grow in
faith.
